Edible Landscaping

This marning as | collected
the blueberries, rasplerries
and strawhberries to 1o my
marning cereal, | pausedto
give thanks that we had dis-
covered the twin concepts of
edilble landscaping and of
permaculture. {If wau Goagle
both of these wards, wou will
see thewast amount of infar-
mation awailable on the weh
about these ideas. These are
truly concepts whose time
has come it seems to me,
given the state of our enwi-
ronmenty. Using these princi-
ples here at Haamony Gdr-
gens we get 1o pick the
freshest, tastiest, cleanest,
healthiest, ecologically sus-
tainable foods available to
anyone today When we want
to make ameal or asnack,
wie simphy go out our front ar
back doaor, and there in the
midst of the flowers, trees,
pands, and the custamany
landscape features, we can
find the most delicious {and
nourishing) treats for our
palates and our tummies.
Sure, therewas initially a
good amaunt of labor in-
wilwved in removing a couple
of large trees shading the
ward and raising the canopy
of the others to allow more
light to grow our foad plants.
We worked on building good
soil and then we built the
raised bed and terraced infra-
structure. Mext we planted
the perennial (and annual)
food giving plants, berhy
bushes, root crops and ar-
chard trees, finding their best
locations on our property
where they would receive the
right amount of sun and rain,
shealter from intenze tem-
pergture fluctuations, etc.

The end result is s0warth
the initial input of our
swieat equity. We optedto
wark with (hot against)
Mother Mature, the ultimate
intensive gardener.

By interplanting our crops
with other compatible
companion plants, they
haurish and suppart each
other andwith a wear
around heaw mulch, our
weeding chares are mini-
mized as well. Qur roto-
tiller is growing rusty from
benign neglect as we prac-
tice no-till gardening in the
permaculture way. Mot to
mention, Borys is spared
the weeklhy (or more oftemn)
[awn mowing so popular
amang our Starmount
neighbors {or so it seems).
For us, grass isa nasty and
pervasive, inedible (for
anyon el weed that we must
constantly battle in our
garden. Most of our other
“weeds” are beneficial, i.e.,
goaod far someone (humans
ar wildlifed to eat ar use far
healing at some stage af
the plant’s life, so we let
them grow and reseed in
controlled areas. We aso
hawve increased food secu-
Fity in that we are not de-
pendent on foods produced
half way across our country
(orour planet) under pretiy
sketchy ar even completely
unknown growing and
storage canditions
irememlber the e cali epi-
demics recenthy) Our let-
tuces, greens, broccoli,
peas, beans and multiple
other wegetahlas and fruits
aretotally safe forus to eat
right from the garden as we
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were groven and with what
inputs we built their soil.
Yire also khow that ourfood
dic nat ride in gasaline
powered engines farthou-
sands of miles before our
plate, s0we have recuced
aur impact an fassil fuel
consumation and climate
change. {¥ou may hawe
heard of the hundred mile
flocavare) diet- our ulti-
mate goal is the hundred
feet diet). Plus, we have
saved (andwill in the future
savel oursehves alot of
money. Wife can grow a
plethora of [ettuce (or ather
crops) from a single packet
of heirloom seeds (and sawve
seeds as well for future
crops, thus avoiding future
purchases of those same
e seeds). In addition we
have found a reachy market
for our surplus produce at a
local market specializing in
locaware food dhe new
Atherton Marketin
SouthEnd FEA The Tailgate
Market) offering us some
spare change to pay for the
infrastructure canstructiaon
and to buy what we cannot
griow here-we still [owe
coffee and pineapples and
local meats after all and it
iz not practical or lawful to
raise beef, pork or goats in
the city. Thus it becomes
possible to meet all our
food needs from our half
acre lot, either directly or
indiractly and our garden
mare than pays for itself,
From our perspective, this
iz aweryvaluable tradeoff
as | face retirement soan
and the financial challenges
